John 18:33-37 NKJV Pilate... called Jesus, and said to Him, “Are You the King of the Jews?” 34 Jesus answered him, “Are
you speaking for yourself about this, or did others tell you this concerning Me? 35 Pilate answered, “Am | a Jew? Your own
nation and the chief priests have delivered You to me. What have You done?” 36 Jesus answered, “My kingdom is not of
this world. If My kingdom were of this world, My servants would fight, so that | should not be delivered to the Jews; but
now My kingdom is not from here.”37 Pilate therefore said to Him, “Are You a king then?” Jesus answered, “You say
rightly that | am a king. For this cause, | was born, and for this cause, | have come into the world, that | should bear
witness to the truth. Everyone who is of the truth hears My voice.”

He is a King and He has Cause

What was His cause? TRUTH - The truth about God, the Father. The truth about our purpose. John 14:6 NKJV Jesus said to
him, “I am the way, the truth, and the life. No one comes to the Father except through Me.

e He came to conquer the “realm of the lie”.

John 8:44 NKJV You have a problem with me because “You are of your father the devil, and the desires of your father
you want to do. He was a murderer from the beginning, and does not stand in the truth, because there is no truth in
him. When he speaks a lie, he speaks from his own resources, for he is a liar and the father of it.”

Every lost person is living under to power of the Liar.
They are captive in the realm of the Life.
This is why they have become slaves to sin’s desires.

John 8:32 NKJV And you shall know the truth, and the truth shall make you free.”

There is an ANOINTING for Kingdom Kings and Kingdom Priest.



In 2 Corinthians 1:21 He who establishes us... in Christ and also has anointed us is God (ital. mine) he is implying
that God has made us kings and priests.

Kings and priests were anointed oil. This signified that the Spirit of God would empower them for their Kingly and
Priestly work.

In fact, the King was often called the “anointed of Jehovah”.

1 Peter 2:9,10 NKJV “But you are a chosen generation, a royal priesthood, a holy nation, His own special people.... 10
who once were not a people but are now the people of God...”
In the Church
1) The Priestly Calling Leads the Kingdom with Vision.
The priestly calling is on those who lead the congregation into the presence of God. They represent and reveal the
heavenly purposes God to His people on the earth.

b) Prov. 29:18 KIV For where there is no vision the people perish.
2) The Kingly Calling Accelerates the Vision with Provision.

The kingly calling is on those who triumph on the earth and provide earthly resources for the kingdom cause.
